THE CONFESSION DECLARED AT COMMUNION

The New Testament Church continued steadfastly in the Apostles' doctrine
and fellowship, in the breaking of bread (Communion) and in the prayers
(Acts 2:42). The Sacrament of the Altar is a confession of oneness in
doctrine — that those attending believe, teach and confess what Trinity
Lutheran Church believes, teaches and confesses. Those attending the
Lord's Supper are baptized Christians who have been instructed in the Chief
Parts of Christian Doctrine: The Ten Commandments, The Apostles' Creed,
The Lord's Prayer, The Sacrament of Holy Baptism, The Office of the Keys
and Confession, and The Sacrament of the Altar.

Those attending the Lord's Supper have been formally admitted to the
fellowship of the Altar and continue in that fellowship as a member of
Trinity Lutheran Church or sister congregation of The Lutheran Church-
Missouri Synod committed to rightly teaching the Word of God and
administering the Sacraments according to Christ's institution. (Even
children of Trinity congregation only come to the Sacrament after they have
confirmed the confession of faith.)

While we acknowledge and appreciate the oneness of the Church which
crosses denominational lines, we practice a confessional communion
because attendance at the Altar is a declaration of oneness in doctrine. We
would not want you to make that declaration without an opportunity of
explaining what we believe, teach and confess. Therefore we ask that if you
are not yet instructed, in doubt, or who hold a confession differing from that
of this congregation that you would refrain from receiving the Sacrament
before first speaking with Pastor.

QUESTIONS FOR YOUR COMMUNION PREPARATION

: Do you believe you are a sinner?
Yes, I believe it; I have failed God and others in my life. I am a sinner.

Are you sorry for your sins?
Yes, I am sorry that I have sinned against God.

Do you need God's forgiveness?
Yes, [ need the gift of life He gives through Jesus Christ.

What has Christ done for you?
He died for me and shed His blood for me on the cross for the forgiveness of
my sins.
