THE CONFESSION DECLARED AT COMMUNION

The New Testament Church continued steadfastly in the Apostles' doctrine
and fellowship, in the breaking of bread (Communion) and in the prayers
(Acts 2:42). The Sacrament of the Altar is a confession of oneness in doctrine
— that those attending believe, teach and confess what Trinity Lutheran
Church believes, teaches and confesses. Those attending the Lord's Supper
are baptized Christians who have been instructed in the Chief Parts of
Christian Doctrine: The Ten Commandments, The Apostles' Creed, The
Lord's Prayer, The Sacrament of Holy Baptism, The Office of the Keys and
Confession, and The Sacrament of the Altar.

Those attending the Lord's Supper have been formally admitted to the
fellowship of the Altar and continue in that fellowship as a member of Trinity
Lutheran Church or sister congregation of The Lutheran Church-Missouri
Synod committed to rightly teaching the Word of God and administering the
Sacraments according to Christ's institution. (Even children of Trinity
congregation only come to the Sacrament after they have confirmed the
confession of faith.)

While we acknowledge and appreciate the oneness of the Church which
crosses denominational lines, we practice a confessional communion because
attendance at the Altar is a declaration of oneness in doctrine. We would not
want you to make that declaration without an opportunity of explaining what
we believe, teach and confess. Therefore we ask that if you are not yet
instructed, in doubt, or who hold a confession differing from that of this
congregation that you would refrain from receiving the Sacrament before first
speaking with Pastor.

QUESTIONS FOR YOUR COMMUNION PREPARATION
: Do you believe you are a sinner?
Yes, I believe it; I have failed God and others in my life. I am a sinner.

Are you sorry for your sins?
Yes, [ am sorry that I have sinned against God.

Do you need God's forgiveness?
Yes, [ need the gift of life He gives through Jesus Christ.

What has Christ done for you?
He died for me and shed His blood for me on the cross for the forgiveness of
my sins.
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How do you know this?
From the holy Gospel and the words of the Sacrament, and by His body
and blood given me as a pledge in the Sacrament.

Q: Do you believe that in communion you receive the true body and blood of
Christ with the bread and the wine?
A: Yes, I believe it because of His Word and promises.
Approach the altar with joy and thanksgiving as you receive Christ for your
forgiveness and strength.

THE BAPTISM OF OUR LORD - JANUARY 8, 2006 A.D.

P: Let us pray for the whole people of God, and for all people according
to their needs. That the Holy Spirit would move the whole church to
know and to express its awe and wonder in the Lord and find
continued joy in our Baptisms, let us pray to the Lord.

C: Lord, have mercy.

P: That patience, compassion, and concern for the common good of all
would more and more characterize relationships between individuals
and nations, let us pray to the Lord.

C: Lord, have mercy.

P: That we in this place would continually rejoice in the blessing of our
baptism, and that we would "shine" in good works, and be a special
"beacon" of the Lord in this community, let us pray to the Lord.

C: Lord, have mercy.

P: That the Holy Spirit would empower all who are in the midst of life's
joys and struggles . . . For Your blessing, O Lord of the church upon
the congregations of St. Paul Lutheran in Draper and Emmanuel
Lutheran in Creighton, let us pray to the Lord.

C: Lord, have mercy.

P: For those who have gone before us in the way of holiness, who have
shown us how to rejoice and be glad in the Lord, and who even now
experience the joy of heaven, let us give thanks to the Lord.

C: Alleluia. Thanks and praise to you, O Lord. Alleluia.

P: Rejoicing in your mercy, we commend to you, O Lord, all for whom we
pray, for Jesus' sake.
C: Amen.
