Aslan’s World: Biblical Images and Themes in The Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe 

In Catechism Class, we were talking about some Christian doctrine and I (Pastor) used an illustration from “The Chronicles of Narnia.”  The students were surprised to find out that C.S. Lewis intentionally wove biblical images and themes into this series of books (now becoming a series of major motion pictures).  Together with memories of his own childhood, classical mythology, fairy tales from his native British Isles, and clear Christian concepts, Lewis constructed the magical world of Narnia, a land of talking beasts, mythical creatures, high adventure, and a clear demarcation between Good and Evil.  

The students were even more surprised to find out that books and movies can not only have an interesting, engaging story, but can teach a deeper message, an idea that seems to be lost to most modern storytellers and readers.  So we decided that it would be well worth our time to watch, study, and discuss The Lion, the Witch, and the Wardrobe in greater depth.  We will be doing so during our regular catechism class time each Wednesday, beginning 7th from 5:30 to 7:00 p.m.  

We would like to invite anyone else who would be interested in joining us.  We will be watching the movie and discussing questions from a Bible study written by Angus Menuge, entitled “Aslan’s World: Biblical Images and Themes in The Lion, the Witch, and the Wardrobe.  Menuge draws out and highlights for us the biblical allusions found in this wonderful tale.  He does so in such a way that it not engages Bible study participants, but also leads us deeper into the Scriptures.  There we hear not the voice of the great lion Aslan in the world of Narnia, but rather his counterpart in our own.  It was He who said, 


Thus it is written, that the Christ should suffer and on the third day rise from the dead, and that repentance and forgiveness of sins should be proclaimed in His names to all nations, beginning from Jerusalem. (Luke 24:46-47)

Please plan to join us!  It will be a great opportunity to learn how to be more discerning in our choices of literature and entertainment, but more importantly provide another opportunity to dig into the truths of God’s Holy Word.
